     Rose Tree Woods Swim Club in Broomall, Pa. seems to be keeping up appearances. It has added a wading pool and a baby pool with an eight-foot high mushroom drop. "We we're having problems with our old one," says Assistant Manager Marissa Mulligan, "but we have a young community." Lifeguard Lindsay Beister--one of the 11 lifegaurds on duty daily, adds that since the baby pool, the 51-year-old club will be in existence into the future and provide service to its increased membership of about 550 families from Havertown and Marple. It's a safe bet they'll like the sound of a $100 seasonal babysitters fee, which allows a babysitter stay with the child during pool hours while the parents play.
     Among these new additions, there is a 20-foot tube slide, 2 diving wells, and a dive team for kids from about eight to 18 years that has been undefeated for 12 years, according to Mulligan. "We've never had a drowning in all our years of existence," Mulligan says. A pretzel sale every Wednesday, Pizza Bingo certain Mondays, and a book sale this week are fundraisers. She adds," Kids can get involved, and so can the community. It's a nice place to spend the day."
Hidden Hollow, hidden treasure
Basketball courts, volleyball courts, tennis courts, and a playground co-exist with a 10-meter-high platform, two waterslides, a cloverleaf of different-depthed baby pools for ages up to and over 10, diving boards, and a lap pool in a club that has been open since 1965. "I think it's more expensive gas-wise to go to the shore [Ocean City]," says Manager for 35 years Fred Phillips. "One week down the shore costs about $2,000, so you [a family of four] get the whole pool for the whole season for $615."
